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Block Size: 612"
Finished Size: Approximately 6”
Fabric: 6 shades
12 — 9" X 2" strips (2 of each shade)
Embellishment Threads: Generous 3 yards each of 3 colors

Block Construction:
Fold each strip in half lengthwise and press/iron. (The crease will be hidden by the decorative threads.)
Open, fold raw edge sides toward center to make a 1” strip and press/iron.
With the finished side facing you, attach 3 strands of embellishment threads using a cording foot and
a mending or multi-step zigzag stitch.
Place 6 strips going from dark to light horizontally and the other 6 strips going from dark to light vertically.
Weave the strips to complete the block.
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. and stopping each strip.
If you use the chaining method, do 6 strips at a time. It is easier to keep 1V yards of thread tangle
free than 3 yards.
To make weaving easier, you may want to attach one edge of each set of the strips to a background
fabric. (See diagram below.)
