June 2004 — Hibiscus Block by Janet A. Smith /7 www.textileart.com

Block Size: 6%”

Finished Size 6”

Fabric: Greens for the leaves and a neutral background.
3 shades of pink/coral for the petals.

Embellishment: Green embroidery floss for the stems.
Golden yellow embroidery floss for the stamen.
Gold metallic thread for outlining.

Block Construction:

1. Using green floss and a stem stitch, embroider the flower and leaf stems.

2. Appliqué the petals and leaves to the background in the order given.

3. Using golden yellow floss and a stem stitch, embroider the stamen. Finish with French knots.
3. If desired, outline the petals and leaves using gold metallic thread.
